The Company defines net cash provided by operating activities excluding CACI’s Master Accounts Receivable Purchase
Agreement (MARPA facility) as net cash provided by operating activities calculated in accordance with GAAP, adjusted to
exclude net cash received from CACI’'s MARPA facility for the sale of certain designated eligible U.S. government receivables.
Under the MARPA facility, the Company can sell eligible receivables, including certain billed and unbilled receivables up to a
maximum amount of $200.0 million. The Company uses net cash provided by operating activities excluding MARPA facility to
allow investors to more easily compare current period results to prior period results and to results of our peers.

The Company views Adjusted EBITDA and Adjusted EBITDA margin, both of which are defined as non-GAAP measures, as
important indicators of performance, consistent with the manner in which management measures and forecasts the
Company’s performance. Adjusted EBITDA is a common non-GAAP measure when comparing our results to those of other
companies. We define Adjusted EBITDA as GAAP net income plus net interest expense, income taxes, depreciation and
amortization, and earnout adjustments. We consider Adjusted EBITDA to be a useful metric for management and investors to
evaluate and compare the ongoing operating performance of our business on a consistent basis across reporting periods, as it
eliminates the effect of non-cash items such as depreciation of tangible assets, amortization of intangible assets primarily
recognized in business combinations, as well as the effect of earnout gains and losses, which we do not believe are indicative
of our core operating performance. Adjusted EBITDA margin is adjusted EBITDA divided by revenue.

The Company views FY18 Non-GAAP Net Income Assuming a Full Year of Tax Reform, a non-GAAP measure, as an important
indicator of performance, consistent with the manner in which management measures and forecasts the Company’s
performance. FY18 Non-GAAP Net Income Assuming a Full Year of Tax Reform is defined as GAAP net income excluding (1) the
one-time net benefit from Tax Reform consisting of the remeasurement of deferred taxes, partially offset by transition tax on
cumulative foreign earnings, and including (2) the application of the new lower federal tax rate of 21% to all of FY18 as if the
rate was in effect at that time. We believe that FY18 Non-GAAP Net Income Assuming a Full Year of Tax Reform is useful to
investors as it allows investors to more easily compare FY19 results and guidance to FY18 results with a normalized tax rate.
