Two-Week Event Will Focus on Making Cybersecurity Top of Mind for British Columbia's Senior Leaders
VANCOUVER, BC -- (Marketwired) -- 01/19/16 -- For the third consecutive year, Information Systems
Audit and Control Association (ISACA) Vancouver, with sponsors Cisco (NASDAQ: CSCO) and TELUS,
unites technology, IT security, privacy, governance, and risk assurance organizations in British
Columbia to create a major privacy and security awareness initiative.

BC AWARE provides professional development for current and aspiring IT and cyber security
professionals. By cultivating a forum to discuss concerns and best practices relating to privacy,
governance, risk and assurance, BC AWARE connects leaders across Industry, Government and Higher
Education with expert resources from various professional associations and related �elds.
